GRANT AID APPLICATIONS – CONDITIONS

As the number of applications received normally far exceeds the available budget, failure to supply information requested will lead to the rejection or delay of a decision on your application. Please ensure that all sections of the form are completed.

Applications: -

1. Will only be considered from voluntary youth organisations, which are registered with the London Borough of Havering’s Integrated Youth Services and HAVCO.

2. Will be considered using the following priorities in the order stated:-

(a) Applications, which seek to redress inequality of opportunity either as, expressed by the organisation or in the proposals for the project.

(b) Work involving innovative and imaginative projects demonstrating a freshness of approach.

(c) Start up grants for new groups.

(d) Once the above areas have been dealt with applications dealing with equipment and materials can be considered.

3. In addition to the above priorities those groups working with the 13 to 19 age     group will be considered before those that have a younger membership.

4. Other areas of work will be considered on merit, but not for building work or work on buildings, extensions, maintenance grants, running costs including salaries.

5. Applications are advised to give as much additional information as possible as to the expected benefits to young people the award of a grant will have.  Please state on a separate sheet.

6. Applications for very small amounts are unlikely to be granted (under £100) nor are requests for large sums (in excess of £1000).

7. All applications must supply a balance sheet for the last complete financial year and also an estimate of their current financial position.

8. You must state how much your group is prepared to contribute towards the project.

9. Bids for equipment must be accompanied by at least one quotation from recognised suppliers.

10. Evidence of expenditure on the project granted must be provided on request including the statistical analysis attached.

11. No more than one grant per group will awarded annually.

Procedure

Applications will first be considered by a Grants Panel composed of representatives of the Voluntary Sector.  Their suggestions will be confirmed by the Executive Director of Education and you will then receive a letter outlining the conditions of the Grant. This must be signed and returned, your cheque will then be released to you.
Payment

Payment will be by means of a cheque made out to your group.
Note for equipment purchases

In the case of a youth group closing within 12 months of a major (more than 50% of the costs) award towards equipment purchase the goods become the property of the London Borough of Havering for distribution towards an alternative youth group or the grant shall be repaid in full.
