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How to Apply for a Training Grant


Havering is committed to supporting the training needs of people who work with voluntary youth groups and funds are available for this purpose.  The scheme is publicised by Havering‘s Integrated Youth Services and Havering Association of Voluntary Community Organisations, who also administer the Grant Funds.

CRITERIA

1. The training must benefit each applicant’s youth work practice and the service given to young people.
2. Each application must agree with Havering’s Integrated Youth Services and HAVCO’s Youth Policy.
3. Individuals or organisations may apply: The person making the application must sign and date (Box 5). Individual applications must have the support of their organisation and be countersigned by an officer of the organisation (Box 6). 
4. Wherever possible, organisations will be encouraged to pay 50% towards the training event

5. Priority will be given to applications from organisations who do not have access to any other means of funding and to applications from registered voluntary youth organisations

6. Anyone applying for a training grant must be at least 18 years old and must be involved in working with young people between the ages of 11 and 25 years

7. If applicants fail to attend the training event or do not comply with the above conditions, any future application may be jeopardised.

PROCEDURE

1. A Sub-Committee made up of representatives from HAVCO together with representatives of Havering Integrated Youth Services will meet to consider and make decisions regarding all applications.  If necessary, applications may be asked to provide further information

2. All applications should be sent for consideration at least 6 weeks before the training event.  Late applications may only be considered in exceptional circumstances. In addition to completing Box 3, details of the course applied for must be attached to the application form.

4. The Training Grant Sub-Committee reserves the right to grant aid as it sees fit, but if requested will be prepared to substantiate their decision

5. Cheques will be paid to either the sponsoring organisation or the training organisation: personal cheques will not normally be paid. Applicants should ensure that the “Cheque made payable to” section, Box 7, of the form is completed correctly and in block capitals.
6. Once applications have received approval, evaluation and certificate of attendance forms will be sent to you, by Integrated Youth Services, for you to fill in on completion of the course. These must then be returned to the Integrated Youth Services.
